Taxis in Hong Kong are metered, and can be hailed on the street or 
boarded at taxi stands at malls and MTR stations. There are 3 colours 
of taxis in Hong Kong serving different locations, but all taxis can 
travel to and from Hong Kong International Airport and Hong Kong 
Disneyland.

Taxis mainly accept cash, with some offering cashless payments 
through Octopus cards, Alipay or WeChat Pay. Besides the metered 
fare, passengers are also expected to pay for any tunnel tolls or 
surcharges incurred during the taxi ride. Prices will be listed on the 
inside of the taxi.
